When we memorize anything sequentially, we are unable to access the
information randomly. When we acquire the information randomly, the
brain is able to access the information as needed without going through
the memorized lists.

Many teachers have reported that they have strengthened their own
language ability by teaching with the SVW. Perhaps they, too, suffered
from LLBDS, having been taught by rote memorization of conjugation.

A friend of mine who started using the SVW with her 7th and 8th graders
who were able to take the Spanish 1 test and go into Spanish 2 in High
School, was a persona non grata in her district. HER students in Spanish 2
knew much more than the ones who had taken Spanish 1 in 9th grade at
the HS. She was told by her district coordinator that she was “covering too
much material” and that her students “knew too much when they got to
Spanish 2" and that she should “stop making the other teachers look bad.”
Fortunately for her students, she ignored these instructions and continued
doing what she knew was best for the kids!!

All of this is explained in the workshop, with active lesson demonstrations.
